· What is a Pedigree?

· A chart that shows how a trait is inherited through a __family_________. 

About Pedigrees:

· Circles - __females___

· Squares - __males__

· __Shaded__ - individual is affected with the trait.

· __Non-shaded__ - an individual that carries the allele for a trait but does not express the trait.  

Steps to completing  a pedigree:

· In the family below, some members are nearsighted.  The pedigree will help to determine the genotypes of each family member. 
 N = normal



n = near sighted


· Step 1: Place two _recessive_ _alleles__ (lower case letters) by every affected individual.

· Step 2: Place one __dominant__ allele next to every normal individual.

· Step 3: Use the _offspring__ to determine the genotypes of the normal individuals. 

On row I Mary is Nn, Joe is nn, Sue is Nn, and Dave is Nn.  On row II Lisa is nn, Josie is Nn, Mary is Nn, Lou is Nn, and Ana is nn.  On row III Jack is N?, Fran is nn, and Mike is N?.
